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Welcome (Back) to Campus!

We’re at the start of a new fall semester and we hope everyone is ready to begin
another productive year of teaching, research, scholarship, and creative activity. All
indicators continue to show that SIUC’s scholars are increasingly successful in being
awarded external grants and contracts. Since 1997, SIUC grants activity has increased
more than 50 percent in amount of funding awarded, and the number of awards to
SIUC faculty has increased as well. (You can’t get a grant if you don’t apply for one!)

Recently the National Science Foundation published its 2002 ranking of universi-
ties based on research and development expenditures from grants and contracts, and
SIUC has moved up from #109 in 1998 to #100 among public institutions. We feel that
we are moving in a positive direction with respect to the Southern at 150 plan and
Chancellor Wendler’s commitment to making SIUC one of the top 75 public research
institutions in the country by 2019, the University’s 150th anniversary.

The ORDA staff continues to try to simplify the grants process for researchers. This
has been a tough battle as the federal government is increasingly piling regulatory and
oversight burdens on research procedures at all universities (and at the same time
levying huge penalties for violations). Our charge is to navigate these treacherous
waters, maintaining compliance with all federal and state regulations in order to
protect the University, while at the same time keeping the “nuisance factor” to a
minimum for researchers. If you work with human subjects or animals, you already
know whereof we speak.

We are addressing other challenges by meeting regularly with personnel handling
grants and contracts in the Office of Accounting Services to discuss ways to simplify
paperwork and speed up processes for researchers wherever possible. We also have been
discussing, with on-campus and off-campus personnel, the possibility of acquiring
grants management software to further simplify several processes.

Research Matters is ORDA’s monthly newsletter, in which we bring you news of
funding opportunities, deadlines, and other material of interest to campus researchers.
Application forms and much additional research-related information, including a
comprehensive Sponsored Project Guide (online only), can be found on the ORDA
website, www.siu.edu/orda, and we urge you to visit the site regularly for updates. If
you’re new to campus, be sure to visit the links “ORDA Services,” “Internal Funding,”
and “Proposal Assistance.”

COS
also features plenty of useful information
for undergraduate and graduate student
researchers. Note: All academic disciplines
are represented in Community of Science
(the word “science” is used here broadly
as “knowledge”).

I wish you all the best as you settle in
to the new semester, and my staff and I
look forward to assisting you in your
research endeavors.

OF SPECIAL NOTE

New Web Resource for
Research Integrity

All researchers have the ethical and
moral obligation to conduct their Uni-
versity-sanctioned research responsibly
and to train their staff and students in the
responsible conduct of research. To pro-
vide an educational tool for new or visit-
ing researchers and an easily accessible
resource for experienced researchers,
ORDA has prepared a web page that brings
together various University policies that
should govern our conduct as researchers
and scholars. (See www.siu.edu/orda/
general/rcr.html.)

Some of the links are to the
University’s code of ethics and policies on
research misconduct, conflict of interest,

intellectual property, and related topics.
Some of the links are to other univer-
sities’ guidelines on data management.
Finally, there is a booklet from the
National Academy of Sciences, On Being
a Scientist: Responsible Conduct of Research
(1994).

The NAS booklet provides an espe-
cially good, comprehensive review of
issues related to the responsible conduct
of research. Topics include those men-
tioned above, as well as publication and
openness, allocation of credit, and au-
thorship practices. To encourage faculty/
student discussions about ethical behav-
ior, each chapter has a case study and the
appendix has a written analysis of the case
studies.

Know the Players at NIH
(summarized from the NIAID Funding
News, August 20, 2004)

Going through the grants process is
hardly a game, but you should be aware of
some key players as you move toward your
goal. NIH staff members can help you
with your game plan, writing your appli-
cation, understanding the rules after you
get an award, tackling new policy hurdles,
and more. Whether you’re a rookie or a
seasoned veteran, acquaint yourself with
NIH program staff in the extramural
program divisions as well as the peer
review, grants, and contracts teams.

Program officers (research scouts):
Housed in the program divisions, program
officers are resident scientists who
develop and manage research portfolios
that advance each institute’s mission.
They identify research opportunities, de-
velop research concepts and initiatives,
ensure that federally funded research meets
scientific program needs, and possibly serve
as project officers for contracts. You’ll
probably be in close touch with your pro-
gram officer; he or she can provide advice
and guidance on a wide range of matters.

SRAs (review organizers): Scientific
review administrators (SRA) are in charge
of the initial peer review of NIH grant
applications. Though most applications
assigned are investigator-initiated and

reviewed by the NIH Center for Scien-
tific Review, institute staff oversee the
peer review of applications requiring more
specialized expertise: program projects (P),
cooperative agreements (U), and training
(T) and research career (K) awards, and
applications responding to RFAs and re-
quests for proposals. CSR reviews investi-
gator-initiated R01, small business (SBIR
and STTR), and fellowship (F) applica-
tions.

Working within each institute’s Sci-
entific Review Program (SRP), review staff
make sure applications receive impartial
and competent reviews. They recruit com-
mittee members, create lists of stream-
lined applications, and write summary
statements to provide scientific, adminis-
trative, and logistical oversight.

GMB staff (award negotiators): Once
your application is approved for funding,
the institute’s Grant Management Branch
(GMB) negotiates terms and conditions
of the award and prepares the award
notice. It’s up to GMB to ensure equitable
and appropriate business decisions for
funding grants. The grants management
officers make sure institutes and grantees
meet legal, regulatory, and policy require-
ments and, together with grants manage-
ment specialists, administer the business
aspects of negotiation, award, and admin-
istration.

NIH Video on Peer Review
Available Online

The Center for Scientific Review has
produced a video of a mock study section
meeting to provide an inside look at how
National Institutes of Health grant appli-
cations are reviewed for scientific and
technical merit. The video shows how
outside experts assess applications and how
review meetings are conducted to ensure
fairness. The video also includes informa-
tion on what applicants can do to im-
prove the chances their applications will
receive a positive review.

To make the video both authentic and
authoritative, real reviewers volunteered
to review real but altered and disguised
applications. NIH staff members also vol-
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unteered to participate in this video, which
was developed in collaboration with the
NIH Office of Extramural Research.

NSF: East Asia and Pacific
Summer Institutes for
Graduate Students

The National Science Foundation’s
East Asia and Pacific Summer Institutes
Program (EAPSI) for U.S. Graduate
Students offers opportunities for 150 ad-
vanced science and engineering students
to conduct research with foreign scien-
tists and engineers in fields such as cancer
research, humanoid robotics, computa-
tional neuroscience, and nanofabrication.

The institutes provide students with
first-hand research experiences in Aus-
tralia, China, Japan, Korea, or Taiwan, as
well as an introduction to the culture and
language of the region. The institutes also
offer students first-hand knowledge of the
research infrastructure and science poli-
cies of their international partners.

The summer institutes last approxi-
mately eight weeks, from June to August.
Each EAPSI awardee receives from NSF
an international round-trip air ticket
and a stipend of $3,000. Sponsoring orga-

nizations in the host community support
students’ local living expenses.

DoD: Multidisciplinary
University Research Initiative

The Department of Defense’s
Multidisciplinary University Research Ini-
tiative (MURI), one element of the Uni-
versity Research Initiative, is sponsored
by the DoD research offices: the Office
of Naval Research (ONR), the Army
Research Office (ARO), and the Air Force
Office of Scientific Research (AFOSR).
The MURI program supports basic sci-
ence and engineering research of critical
importance to national defense. The pro-
gram focuses on multidisciplinary research
efforts that intersect two or more tradi-
tional science and engineering disciplines.
The following topics will be considered.

Army Research Office: Cross-disci-
plinary approach to the modeling, analy-
sis, and control of wireless communica-
tion networks; control of networked au-
tonomous and semi-autonomous vehicle
swarms inspired by nature; standoff in-
verse analysis and manipulation of elec-
tronic systems; modeling the effects of
training for the networked battlefield;
quantum imaging; advancement of mag-
netic resonance force microscopy to single
nuclear spin detection; material engineer-
ing of lattice-mismatched semiconductor
systems; and enabling science for future
force-insensitive munitions.

Office of Naval Research: Detection
and sensing below the shot noise limit;
novel dielectric materials for high pulsed
power capacitors; multi-energy process-
ing science; realtime sensing, prediction,
and response to evolving nonlinear
wavefields; materials manufacturing pro-
cesses, interface control, and reliability
of nanostructure-enhanced devices for
energy conversion and realization of
high-performance systems; GaN-based
mm-wave sources; exploitation of the
coherent structures in river and estuarine
flows for DoD operations in denied areas;
magnetic detection science and technol-
ogy; revolutionary approaches to hyper-
sonic materials; radically new approaches
for robust speech-to-text.

Air Force Office of Scientific Re-
search: Radiation effects on emerging
electronic materials and devices; extreme
light material-based diagnostics; compu-
tational modeling of adversary attitudes
and behaviors; water-based photobiologi-
cal production of hydrogen fuel; wave-
form diversity for full spectral dominance;
closed-loop aerodynamic flow control;
multistage electromagnetic and laser
launchers for affordable, rapid access to
space; biomimetic multifunctional com-
posites for “autonomic” aerospace structures.

The U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency is offering STAR and Greater
Research Opportunities (GRO) Gradu-
ate Fellowships for master’s and doctoral
students in environmentally related fields
of study. Master’s students may receive
support for a maximum of two years. Doc-
toral students may be supported for a maxi-
mum of three years with funding avail-
able, under certain circumstances, over a
period of four years. Fellowships provide
up to $37,000 per year of support.
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EPA is also offering GRO Undergradu-
ate Fellowships for students in environ-
mentally related fields of study. Eligible
students will receive support for their jun-
ior and senior years of undergraduate study
and for an internship at an EPA facility
during the summer between their junior
and senior years. Fellowships provide up
to $17,000 per year of academic support
and up to $7,500 of internship support for
the three-month summer period.
