


If young scientists believe that
they’ve observed an ethical violation
that demands corrective action, one
approach is to contact the editor who
published the work. Letters to the editor
critiquing published articles are a com-
mon journal feature. Usually the letter
writer will have a name, but the situation
may merit an editor publishing a letter
with the byline as “name withheld upon
request.” Scientists fagging potential
problems in published work need to
inform the editor whether they will per-
mit the use of their names. If publishing
a letter is not feasible, editors can also
protect informants by publishing a notice
of concern, which states there is reason
to doubt a previously published paper.

Young scientists will have to get
used to an environment in which there’s
marginally less trust and also get used
to harder questions about their own
work. In light of the issues that some
young scientists have faced, however,
any increased attention to the ethics
of research can only be a welcome
change.

Industry Support for Research
Rebounds

After three years of declining support
from industry, universities saw a sharp
upswing in the funding they received
for science and engineering research
and development in FYO5, according
to a new National Science Foundation
report. The NSF surveyed 640 institutions
that have bachelor’s or higher-degree
programs in science and engineering and
spend at least $150,000 on R&D in those
areas. Although survey respondents were
instructed not to include money provided
for clinical trials, many institutions did so.
The next round of the survey will include
clinical trials.

The report, on the NSF’s latest annual
Survey of Research and Development
(R&D) Expenditures at Universities and
Colleges, fnds that industrial support
climbed by 7.7 percent, reaching a record

$2.3 billion. However, the industrial
component of R&D spending remained
just 5 percent of the total, lagging behind
funds from the federal government, state
and local governments, and institutional
sources.

Colleges and universities spent $45.8
billion on R&D in 2005, a 5.8 percent
jump over 2004. That increase falls below
the double-digit gains that academic
institutions made in FY02 and FYO3.
Overall, academic spending on R&D
has climbed more than 50 percent since
2000. The U.S. government provided the
largest share of that money, totaling $29.2
billion in 2005. That amount surpasses
the previous year by just 5.6 percent, a
signifcantly smaller increase than those
in the previous three years. Those gains
were 13.7 percent in 2002, 13.2 percent
in 2003, and 11.6 percent in 2004.

Report Backs Smaller NSF
Prizes to Spur Innovation

The National Science Foundation
should test the waters before plunging
into a costly program to award prizes to
encourage innovation. That’s the verdict
of a panel of the National Academies’
National Research Council, which has
endorsed an idea Congress had ordered
NSF to consider.

In 2005, Representative Wolf (R-VA),
then chair of the spending panel that sets
NSF’s budget, asked the agency to think
about offering megaprizes for solutions
to important scientifc challenges with
societal implications. At one hearing
Wolf speculated about how a $1 billion
prize could yield an elegant technologi-
cal solution to the nation’s dependence
on foreign oil. Last summer, NSF of fcials
turned for guidance to the National Acad-
emies, which issued a 44-page report
urging NSF to adopt “an experimental
approach” by piloting a handful of small
prizes before considering spending big
bucks.

The report suggests that NSF should
start with a handful of prizes ranging
from $200,000 to $2 million and raise
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the payout to as much as $30 million if
the concept proves successful. Myers
says Congress should increase NSF’s
budget to make room for the program so
that its cost doesn’t undermine ongoing
activities. The report recommends start-
ing the prizes this year, but with NSF
facing a budget freeze, that’s not likely to
happen.

An even bigger obstacle, however,
may be the recent changes in Congress.
Wolf is no longer on the spending
subpanel, and House Republicans are
in the minority. A Democratic aide on
the House Committee on Science and
Technology says that prizes probably
make more sense at a mission-oriented
agency such as NASA or Defense. And
the aide questions the idea that a prize
will attract new players into the research
game.

Metabolic Research Database
Available

No media splash greeted the January
completion of the Human Metabolome
Project, although the sponsor boasts it is
“the chemical equivalent of the Human
Genome Project.” The University of
Alberta announced that a group of 40
researchers—including fve from the
University of Calgary—with $7.5 mil-
lion from the Canadian government has
created a “comprehensive” database of
human metabolites, calling it “the start-
ing point for a new era in diagnosing
and detecting diseases.” Since 2004, the
scientists have assembled an inventory
of 2,500 molecules produced by meta-
bolic reactions in the body’s tissues and
fuids. The Canadian project has been
low profle until now, but the trumpeting
of a completed “frst draft” metabolome
astonished some observers. The prod-
uct is a free, public database (www.
hmdb.ca).

The collection covers endogenous
human metabolites, mainly from human
tissue or gut bacteria. (A separate data-
base covers drug metabolites.) The proj-
ect began with “text mining” of “dusty
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textbooks and obscure journals” to scoop
up and validate previously identifed
metabolites. The collection provides
more than 400 searchable “fngerprints,”
images of the atomic spectra of metabo-
lites captured with nuclear magnetic
resonance or mass spectroscopy. Users
studying a specifc metabolite can call
up a “MetaboCard” that shows this
fngerprint, if available, along with data
on disease relevance, biofuid concentra-
tion, metabolic pathway, and many other
topics.

[Some] metabolome researchers
point out that there’s a lot missing
from the collection. The [group of 40]
researchers narrowed their inventory to
metabolites found at a concentration of
1 micromole or more. This simplifed the
task but eliminated tens of thousands of
substances. Although the present collec-
tion is 95% complete at 2,500 entries,
the group’s paper acknowledges that if
every small molecule in the body were to
be included, “the number of compounds
might exceed 100,000.”

The project’s coordinator acknowl-
edges that the response to the metab-
olome’s frst draft has been “mixed.”
And he agrees that the estimate that the
catalog is 95% complete is based on “a
bit of a fuzzy number.” But he considers
the Canadian metabolome database the
best and most user-friendly available.
His big concern now is how to keep the
project afoat after 2007, when govern-
ment funding is scheduled to end.

InfluenzaVirus Genomes
Accessible

The Infuenza Genome Sequencing
Project (IGSP), funded by the National
Institute of Allergy and Infectious Dis-
eases (NIAID), has announced that the
entire genetic blueprints of more than
2,000 human and avian infuenza viruses
taken from samples around the world
have been completed and are available
in a public database.

The IGSP has been carried out at the
NIAID-funded Microbial Sequencing
Center managed by The Institute for
Genomic Research (TIGR). Recently,
growing sequencing capacity has enabled
the production rate to increase to more
than 200 viral genomes per month.
Eclipsing today’s milestone of 2,000
genomes, the microbial sequencing
center will continue to rapidly sequence
more infuenza strains and isolates and
will make all the sequence data freely
available to the scientifc community and
the public through GenBank, an Internet-
accessible database of genetic sequences
maintained by the National Center for
Biotechnology Information (NCBI) at
NIH’s National Library of Medicine.

To help analyze and interpret the
large quantity of sequence data gener-
ated by the IGSP, NIAID has funded the
BioHealthBase Bioinformatics Resource
Center. This center provides the sci-
entifc community with bioinformatics
and software tools and a point of entry
for accessing infuenza genomic and
related data. Data from the IGSP, as well
as all other publicly available infuenza
sequence data, are also available through
NCBI’s Infuenza Virus Resource, which
includes a host of analysis tools, such as
sequence alignment and building “trees”
that show evolutionary relationships.

(P2) Grants Program is to assist busi-
nesses and industries in identifying better
environmental strategies and solutions
for reducing or eliminating waste at the
source.

Funds awarded through this grant
program help support work with busi-
nesses/industry to reduce the release
of potentially harmful pollutants across
all environmental media: air, water, and
land. EPA is interested in supporting
projects that refect comprehensive and
coordinated pollution prevention plan-
ning and implementation efforts within
the state or tribe. P2 programs have
demonstrated that businesses/industry
have ample opportunities to implement
pollution prevention and that source
reduction can be a cost-effective way of
meeting or exceeding federal and state
regulatory requirements.

Burroughs Wellcome Fund:
Career Awards at the Scientific
Interface

Advances in genomics, quantitative
structural biology, and modeling of com-
plex systems have created opportunities
for exciting research careers at the inter-
face between the physical/computational
sciences and the biological sciences.
Tackling key problems in biology will
require scientists trained in areas such as
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chemistry, physics, applied mathematics,
computer science, and engineering.

Recognizing the vital role such cross-
trained scientists will play in furthering
biomedical science, the Burroughs Well-
come Fund has developed the Career
Awards at the Scientifc Interface pro-
gram. These awards provide $500,000
over fve years to support up to two
years of advanced postdoctoral train-
ing and the frst three years of a faculty
appointment. CASI grants are intended
to foster the early career development
of researchers with backgrounds in the
physical/computational sciences whose
work addresses biological questions and
who are dedicated to pursuing a career
in academic research.

It is estimated that seven to twelve
awards will be made. Candidates:

= must be nominated by a dean or
department chair at the institution where
they will conduct their postdoctoral train-
ing under the award (U.S. or Canada).

= must hold a doctorate in math-
ematics, physics, chemistry (physical,
theoretical, or computational), computer
science, statistics, or engineering.

= must have completed at least six
months but not more than 48 months
of postdoctoral research at the time of
application.

= cannot hold or have accepted a
faculty appointment as a tenure-track
assistant professor at the time of applica-
tion.

= must be committed to a full-time
career in research as an independent
investigator at a North American degree-
granting institution.

This is a limited-submissions pro-
gram. An institution may nominate up
to three candidates for the award, or
four if at least one African-American,
Hispanic, or Native American candidate
is nominated. No more than one of the
nominees may be a temporary resident
of the United States. Nominators must
submit an Intent to Apply form (www.
